Get to know the
candidates before you vote.

o Record your vote

When you have decided how you wish to vote,
number all the boxes on each ballot paper
from 1 onwards in the order of your choice.

e Make your vote secret

Put your completed ballot papers in the ballot
paper envelope and seal it securely.

o Validate your vote

Sign your ballot paper envelope.

Your vote won't be counted if you don't sign
this envelope.

Then put your ballot paper envelope in the
reply paid envelope and seal it.

e Post your vote

Post your reply paid envelope straight away.
No need for a stamp.
